What if you were in bed with your wife and a report flashes on your TV screen
with news that you are dead? Then calls flood in with condolences. This really
happened to Mr. Cosby, one of my childhood heroes. In his own words, "I asked
Camille. Honey do I look alive to you? I don't even have a headache." It made
him take a look at his life, as do all near death experiences. That is the premise
for this Musical Theater homage to a genius. We highlight his comedy, his
personal relationships, trials, successes and failures. All framed by the biggest







hits of the '50's, '60's, '70's, '80's and '90's .
